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The University in Usti nad Labem bears the
name of Jan Evangelista Purkyné (1787—
1869), the famous Czech from the town of
Libochovice, who is considered to be one
of the most significant natural scientists
and physicians.

Higher education in Usti nad Labem has
55 years of tradition. In September 1954
the Pedagogic High School of Usti nad
Labem was founded as the first teacher-
training high school, and the second high
school in the Northern Bohemia region.

A Glimpse of the History of UJEP

A government decree of September 1959
established a new Pedagogic Institute
in place of the Pedagogic High School,
whose aim was to organize the complex
education of elementary school teachers.
Another decree of August 1962 removed
pedagogic institutes from the authority
of Regional People’s Committees and re-
lated them directly to the Ministry of Edu-
cation and Culture. This event granted the
highest level of independence and prestige
to the Institute.

The next significant development was the
establishment of the Pedagogic Faculty
in 1964. Since that time the Pedagogic Fac-
ulty has become the only training institution
in the region for primary (and later second-
ary) schoolteachers. In 1977 — there were
significant changes in both the content and
extent of activities. Under the new educa-
tional system — a unified five-year prepa-
ration course was introduced for middle-
school teachers (5"—12" grade), placing
the Pedagogic Faculty on the level of other
university faculties. A four-year course for
1s—4" grade elementary school teach-
ers was also available. The new higher

education legislation permits organization
of state viva examinations at the faculty.
Students who achieved the faculty‘s high
school diploma could pass a state viva ex-
amination and acquire the degree of Doc-
tor of Pedagogy (PaedDr.).

The political and social changes in the
country after November 1989 significantly
affected the life of the Pedagogic Faculty.
The Usti nad Labem region was badly af-
fected at that time by mining and heavy in-
dustry, and was unattractive to profession-
als from other regions. On the contrary,
due to bad environmental conditions, there
was a heavy outflow of qualified workers.
Under these circumstances, faculty mem-
bers and staff realized that teacher train-
ing should be incorporated into the wider
framework of professional education, and
as a result, the Jan Evangelista Purkyné
University in Usti nad Labem was estab-
lished according to the decree of the Czech
National Council of 9 July 1991, which took
effect on 28 September 1991.

At the time of its foundation in 1991 the
University consisted of three faculties (Fac-

ulty of Education, Faculty of Social & Eco-
nomic Studies and Faculty of Environment)
and two Institutes (Institute of Slavonic &
German Studies and Institute of Rom Cul-
ture Studies). In September 1993 the Insti-
tute of Artistic Culture was established: this
was transformed into the Faculty of Art &
Design in 2000. In Autumn 1988 the De-
partment of Technical Education of the
Faculty of Education became the Institute
of Production Technology & Management.
In 2003 the Institute of Health Studies was
founded. Resulting from the transformation
of the Faculty of Education, two new insti-
tutes (Institute of Science, later the Faculty
of Science, and Institute of Humanities)
appeared in 2005. The youngest Universi-
ty branches are the Faculty of Philosophy
and the Faculty of Production Technology
& Management (2006).

General information

The average cost of living for students in Usti nad Labem is approximately 300 EUR
(7,000 CZK) per month (including accommodation in the halls of residence, meals at a stu-
dents’ canteen and other costs). The cost is higher at the start of studies (or the begin-
ning of a term) — since one should to pay for a student card, a city transport card, library
registration, etc. (see below).

Food

A lunch at the student canteens Kli§ska or Hofeni with a choice of 2 kinds of soup, 4 main
courses and 1 salad costs CZK 35 for UJEP students (the price includes soup, a main
course or salad, and tea). It is possible to order the individual courses separately. Lunch
must be ordered at least a day ahead using either the chip card or on-line order. The chip
card issue fee is CZK 60.

Studies at UJEP — Main
Regulations
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1.

UJEP components provide university
education within the scope of study
programs accredited by the CZ Ministry
of Education, Youth and Physical Edu-
cation. Bachelor’s study programs pre-
dominate. Doctoral study programs are
accredited at the Faculty of Philoso-
phy, the Faculty of Art and Design, The
Faculty of Production Technology and
Management, the Education and Sci-
ence Faculties. The UJEP Study and
Examination Rules specify the condi-
tions for studies in bachelor’s and mas-
ter’s study programs.

Bachelor’s study programs are of a
standard duration of 3 or 4 years, they
are practically focused and form the
basis for potential subsequent studies
in follow-on master’s programs. Gradu-
ates acquire a university diploma with
the title "Bc”

Follow-on master's studies take
2 years, they enable improvement
of theoretical knowledge and develop
creativity. Graduates acquire a univer-

sity diploma with the title "Mgr.” or ”Ing.”
— according to the field of studies.

Doctoral study programs are three
years or four years in duration, they
focus on scientific research and inde-
pendent creative work. Graduates ac-
quire a university diploma with the title
"Ph.D.

The Academic year begins in the sec-
ond half of September of the calen-
dar year 200x and ends in the first
half of September 200x+1. The Aca-
demic year is divided into a winter and
summer semester. Each semester
is made up of a teaching period (usu-
ally 14 weeks) and examination period
(usually 5 weeks). The last semester
of the bachelor's and master’s pro-
grams is shortened (usually 10 weeks).

Studies take place in attendance and
combined form, tuition most usual-
ly takes place in the form of lectures,
seminars and tutorials. Tutorials and
seminars are usually obligatory for stu-
dents. Combined studies are intended

for employed students and take the
form of several multiple-day education
courses.

7. Foreign students are only accepted for
attendance studies.

8. The basic unit of the study program
is a subject of study. The study program
classifies subjects according to their
status as:

a)obligatory subjects, these must be
taken to graduate from the relevant
study program,

b)compulsory optional subjects, which
are part of the module from which
a minimum number of subjects must
be taken, or a minimum number
of credits must be acquired, to gradu-
ate from the relevant study program,

c)elective subjects, these are other
subjects from the relevant study pro-
gram.

9. UJEP uses the credit system, which
is based on the principles of the Euro-
pean Credit Transfer System (ECTS).

10.

The recommended annual study plan
is worth 60 credits, which are propor-
tionately divided among the subjects
in this plan with regard to the amount
of study necessary for taking these
subjects.

The credit tests and examinations,
which the student takes and acquires
credits for in subjects registered for the
given academic year, are a method
of verifying studies. The subject may be
registered a maximum of twice during
the study program (each registration al-
lows a maximum of 3 attempts). A state
bachelor’s examination may only be ap-
plied for after 180 credits are acquired,
application for the follow-on master’s
program final examination is condition-
al on acquisition of 120 credits).

The allocated number of credits is not
dependant on how well the student
passes the relevant subject. How well
the student does in the subject is ex-
pressed by classification of the exami-
nation:

a)excellent or 1 (grade A),
b)very good or 2 (grade B—C),
c)good or 3 (grade D-E),
d)failed or 4 (grade F).

Progress to the next year of studies
is specified by the UJEP Study and Ex-
amination Rules, for instance in specif-
ic study programs advance to the sec-
ond year of studies is conditional:

a)in the field of arts on acquisition of at
least 54 credits,

b)in the field of technical sciences
on acquisition of at least 30 credits,

c)in other programs on acquisition of at
least 45 credits.

Studies are completed by successfully
taking the state bachelor’s examina-
tion, including defense of the bachelor’s
dissertation; state final examination
in follow-on master’s studies, includ-
ing defense of the diploma thesis; and
state doctoral examination, including
defense of the scientific work for doc-
toral programs. The graduate acquires
a university diploma supplemented by
a complete list of taken subjects given
in the Diploma Supplement.

For all enrolled studying in study pro-
grams in the Czech language studies
are free of charge (with the exception
of fees for acceptance proceedings —
approx. CZK 467). Studies in programs
accredited in a foreign language (Eng-
lish, German) are subject to a fee.

Our university is a diverse unity whose advantage is the variety of study programs rang-
ing from human through social-economic and nature up to technical sciences. The unique
regional character of the university enables students of nearly all study programs to en-
joy the advantages of combining theoretical knowledge and practice (cooperation with
regional companies and institutions on implementing new technologies, carrying out
economic analyses, performing environmental protection activities, providing social and
pedagogic assistance, mapping and conserving cultural heritage, providing health care
and rehabilitation services, creating modern design, etc.) This practical aspect also has
an international character. The university widely participates in both EU (e.g. LLP/Eras-
mus, Comenius, Leonardo da Vinci) and national programs of development supported by
the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. UJEP has
a rich cooperation based on 28 whole-university agreements.

The ample dormitory capacity and one of the highest accommodation scholarships in the
Czech Republic that the university grants, along with the wide variety of available free-
time activity options (11 divisions of the University Slavia sport club, 5 choirs, etc.) make
UJEP a modern and attractive place to study.

Most study programmes are accredited for daily and distance studies
BSc undergraduates are awarded the title Bc.

MSc graduates are awarded the title Ing./Mgr.

PhD postgraduates are awarded the title Ph.D.

If not covered by the insurance package,
the student risks the possibility of pay-
ing full charge for medical services, when
needed. Participants can obtain their medi-
cal insurance coverage already in their re-
spective countries while applying for the
student visa.

5. Additional information

After completion of the language and pre-
paratory studies, foreign applicants take
the university entry exams together with
domestic Czech applicants. It may be
useful to have an advance estimate as
to which fields they stand better chances
of being admitted into. After Czech lan-
guage course participants are encour-
aged to send out application(s) to selected
university/faculty(ties) they wish to study
at. The number of selected faculties is

not restricted, however, once an applica-
tion is forwarded to a faculty, the student
is obliged to do the entrance exam there.
All of the university entry exams are usu-
ally organized in the month of June.

For the entry exam, together with the ap-
plication students must also provide an of-
ficial proof of completed secondary educa-
tion, with a Curriculum/Study Plan of sub-
jects studied for last four (4) years, and the
Birth Certificate.

One of the advantages of our university

Union. The most common form of stud-
ies is the LLP/Erasmus Programme by
means of which about 200 UJEP students
annually study abroad. They can choose
out of nearly 160 foreign universities from
26 European countries, which UJEP has
bilateral agreements with. Financial aid
for educational stays ranges from €226 to
€583 monthly, depending on financial de-
mands of the host country.

Within the LLP/Erasmus Programme UJEP
also sends students for working stays. Still

in the course of studies, with the financial
aid of the ERASMUS Programme, they can
complete 3—12 months of training in firms,
businesses and institutions within the EU.
Financial aid for working stays ranges from
€323 to €806 monthly.

Within the ERASMUS Programme, about
60 academicians from European univer-
sities lecture in the UJEP and about 100
academicians leave the UJEP to lecture
in contractual universities.

Usti nad Labem City
and the Usti Region

Czech Republic/Basic
Information
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The university town of Usti nad Labem is an
industrial metropolis in North-west Bohe-
mia with nearly one hundred thousand in-
habitants. It has assumed its strategic po-
sition on the Elbe River — the river route
to Hamburg — since the 11th century. In the
other direction — upstream — it represents
a symbolic entrance gate to Bohemia —
Porta Bohemica. The history of the town is
fairly troubled as it is linked to a number of
military conflicts, which regularly interrupt-
ed its periods of development. One of the
bloodiest of these conflicts was when the
armies of Napoleon were beaten by the al-
lied armies of Russia, Prussia and Austria
in 1813. The town suffered its last wartime
hardship in April 1945 in the form of an air-
raid by the American 8th air squadron. The
second most tilted tower in Europe — the
tower of the Church of the Ascension of the
Virgin Mary, which deviated from its axis by
nearly two metres — remains a reminder
of this event.

The industrial history of the town was ini-
tially linked to silver and tin mining and
processing, later on to development of the
textile industry and subsequently to brown

coal mining and development of the chemi-
cal industry, establishment of sugar refin-
eries, breweries and alcohol distilleries,
to introduction of steam navigation and
construction of the Masaryk locks and
electricity generation plant directly below
Strekov castle.

Today, the regional town of Usti nad
Labem offers varied cultural and social
opportunities (for instance the Municipal
Theatre of Opera and Ballet, the theatre
studio, the House of Culture, the National
Hall, the museum of the town of Usti nad
Labem, two natural cinemas, a number of
galleries, the North Bohemian Science Li-
brary, The amunicipal spa, the zoological
gardens the Vétruse look out tower and
restaurant). The advantage of this regional
town with regard to sports activities and ac-
tivities in nature, is its location in the Elbe
valley between the Czech Central Moun-
tains and the Ore Mountains. Its proxim-
ity to the Czech Switzerland national park
and the Elbe sandstone protected nature
reserve make the town and the whole Usti
region attractive to tourists.

The hilly terrain of the region with abundant
bodies of water, provides ideal conditions
for cycling, hiking (or possibly a combina-
tion of both), mountaineering, paragliding,
for water sports and for skiing in winter.
There are also tennis courts, bowling halls,
stadiums and sports halls in the town, as
well as riding schools and golf courses
in the surrounding area. See www.usti-

There are a number of nature sites near
the town of Usti nad Labem, which are
European rarities. These include for in-
stance the Vrko¢ natural monument (a col-
umn like formation of basalt), the 12 metre
high Variov waterfall (4km from the centre
of town), Kozi vrch (a craggy massif with
abundant thermophilic vegetation).
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The official currency in the Czech Republic
is the Czech Crown (CZK). Exchange rates
(March 2010):

1 EUR = 25.50 CZK
1 USD = 18.60 CZK

The Czech Republic is divided into 14 re-
gions with municipalities: Brno, Ceské
Budéjovice, Hradec Kralové, Jihlava, Kar-
lovy Vary, Liberec, Olomouc, Ostrava, Par-
dubice, Plzeri, Praha, Usti nad Labem and
Zlin. It has a transitional climate between
maritime and continental characterized by
hot, showery summers, cold, snowy win-
ters and generally changeable conditions.
On a typical day in the Czech Republic
between June and August the maximum
temperature is between 15°C and 25°C.

Czech Republic/Basic Information

Temperatures from December to Febru-
ary drop below freezing. Wide variations
are common, with temperatures of +35°C
in summer and —20°C in winter not being
very unusual.

The Czech Republic can be rightly called
the crossroads of European civilizations.
It is situated approximately in the geo-
graphical centre of Europe and has an

area of 78,866 sq. km. It is landlocked country 326 km from the Baltic and 822km from
Adriatic sea. It shares borders with Germany, Poland, Austria and Slovakia. The highest
point of elevation is the peak of Mt. Snézka (1,602m above -sea level) and the lowest
point of elevation is near Hfensko where the River Labe leaves the Czech territory (117 m
above -sea level).

Some sites in the Czech Republic listed in UNESCO'S World heritage Fund:

SOME HISTORICAL DATA

B End of the 5 th and beginning of the 6th century — arrival of Slavs in present-day
Moravia and Slovakia.

B Second half of the 9th century — arrival of Christian missionaries.

B 1306 — a gradual strengthening of the Czech state during the reign of the Premyslid
dynasty. 1346—1378 — the peak in prestige and power of the Kingdom of Bohemia
during the reign of Charles IV.

B Beginning of the 15th century — a crisis of state leads to the Hussite movement.

B 1526 — the Habsburg dynasty succeeds to the throne of Bohemia — the formation
of a multinational empire.

B 1620 — the defeat of the Bohemian Estates at the Battle of the White Mountain, con-
tinued centralization of the Habsburg Empire.

B 1918, October — foundation of an independent state of Czechs and Slovaks (Czech-
oslovakia).
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B 1939, March — 1945, May — German occupation.

B 1948, February — Communist takeover.

B 1968, August — Soviet led invasion of Czechoslovakia by Warsaw Pact countries
brings an end to the "Prague Spring” and the Communist Party’s attempt to build
"Socialism with a human face’

m 1989, November — fall of the Communist regime.

1998, January — Czech Republic founded after the split of Czechoslovakia.

B 2004, May — Czech Republic becomes member of the EU.
